Baseboard and portable heaters are away from
U anything that can burn; furniture, curtains,
papers, clothing, etc.

The fireplace is equipped with a sturdy metal
screen. The chimney is checked before each
heating season and repairs are made as
necessary.

Extension cords and multi-plug adapters are
used as little as possible. Extension cords are
not tacked to walls, under rugs or through
doorways.

Cooking food is never left unattended while on
the stove or in the oven. If you have to leave

L the kitchen for a short time while cooking, set
a timer or take something with you to remind
you that the stove or oven is on
